“THE GOOD SAMARITAN LESSONS ON 

MERCY” 
 One day last week, I had a homeless man come 

into the office looking for some help.  He had had a 

procedure done at the hospital and was told to “go 

home and rest for 24 hours until the medications wear 

off.”  Having no place to go he was in need of help.  

And so I put him up for a night at one of our local 

motels.  But this event brought to mind the story of the 

Good Samaritan.  Rick Warren pointed out four 

lessons we can learn from that parable on how we can 

learn to demonstrate mercy.  I would like to pass those 

lessons along to you. 

 The first thing we need to do is use our eyes.  

The Bible says, ‘When (the Samaritan) saw the man, 

he felt compassion for him.’(Lk. 10: 33)  You have to 

see the need before you can meet the need.  We have 

wounded people all around us but we are often too 

busy to see them.  They may have not been physically 

beaten or bruised, but they have been beaten up by life.  

They’ve been bruised by circumstances and the 

attitudes and opinions of other people.  The busier we 

get, the less loving we are, the more likely we are to 

miss seeing their hurt.  So slow down!  Give 

somebody your undivided attention.  Stop to talk to the 

person and really listen.  You’ll be surprised at what 

your eyes are opened too! 

 The next lesson we learn is to be sympathetic.  

The verse I mentioned earlier says that ‘when the 

Samaritan saw the wounded man, he felt compassion 

for him.’  Sometimes the greatest way to serve 

someone is just by listening.  Behind every need is a 

story.  The Apostle Paul wrote in Galatians 6: 2, 

‘Share each other’s burdens, and in this way obey the 

law of Christ.’  What is Christ’s law?  Jesus said to 

‘Love the LORD your God with all your heart, with all 

of your soul, with all of you mind, and with all of your 

strength; and to love your neighbor as yourself.’  You 

may have never thought about this, but God has 

allowed certain struggles in your life so that you can 

sympathize with and serve the people around you.  

Think about those times and how God brought comfort 

to you.  To whom can you pass on that blessing? 

 The next lesson we learn is to seize the 

moment.  Don’t wait, don’t delay, and don’t 

procrastinate.  Do what you can at that moment.  Love 

is not so much something you feel as it is something 
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you do!  Love is a verb!  The Samaritan stooped down 

and got on the injured man’s level.  He used what he 

had to treat and sooth the wounds.  Proverbs 3: 27-28 

says, “Do not withhold good from those who deserve it 

when it’s in your power to help them. 
28 

If you can help 

your neighbor now, don’t say, “Come back tomorrow, 

and then I’ll help you.” Don’t wait for better 

conditions.  When God calls you to minister to 

somebody, do it now.  When you see a need, meet it 

now.  It means that you must be willing to take a 

risk…to do that which you fear.  Imagine the fear of the 

Samaritan, “What if the robbers were to come back?”  

Mercy moves in spite of fear.  Mercy touches the 

untouchable and loves the unlovable. 

 The final lesson is to spend whatever it takes.  I 

know your first thought is cost, but showing mercy 

requires a sacrifice of time, energy, money and 

sometimes even your reputation.  The Samaritan took 

the wounded man to a hotel and spared no cost in 

getting him cared for.  This meant loading the man onto 

his donkey and caring for him during the entire trip.  It 

wouldn’t have been like there is a Motel 6 just around 

the corner.  Mercy will cost you!  Mercy that doesn’t 

cost much isn’t worth much!  God promises that when 

you help someone who is hurting, He will bless you in 

return.  Isaiah 58: 10-11 says, “Feed the hungry, and 

help those in trouble. Then your light will shine out 

from the darkness, and the darkness around you will be 

as bright as noon. 
11 

The LORD will guide you 

continually, giving you water when you are dry and 

restoring your strength.  You will be like a well-

watered garden, like an ever-flowing spring.” 

 We may never know what the next day has in 

store for us, but we do know that we serve a God who 

placed us on this earth to be His hands and feet.  My 

prayer for all of you is that as these warmer months 

begin to pass us by, that we be ever wary of those 

around us.  When someone needs a hand, you will 

know how to demonstrate mercy.  Mercy can be shown 

in many different ways, so don’t be afraid to take the 

risk, God promises to bless you and make your life like 

a “well-watered garden, like an ever-flowing spring.”
